e Environmental issues related to sewage dumping.

e The desire for DES to participate as overall solutions regarding homelessness issues as they are
developed in Thurston County.

DES asked advice in moving forward with rulemaking process. Group discussed:
e Suggestions for groups DES should engage with, and advice on how to best engage with
them.
e Information DES should examine such as parking ordinances in nearby jurisdictions and
developing case law that DES should explore.
