Provide a detailed description of the proposed project:

The proposed project is located at 415 15th Ave SW, Olympia, WA at the south end of the Washington
State Capitol Campus. The Joel M. Pritchard building was constructed in 1958 and served as the State
Library from then until 2001 when the library staff and collection were relocated after the Nisqually
earthquake. Since the relocation of the State Library, the single-story “reading room” and associated
basement have been repurposed to provide office space. Currently, the Pritchard building houses offices
for the Code Reviser, Legislative Support Services (LSS) and the LEG-TECHY/Legislative Services Center
(LSC) as well as a café space. The original “stacks” volume is unoccupied due to structural damage.

The project proposes the rehabilitation and expansion of the current building to enhance its use and retain
its character. The existing single-story “reading room” volume will be retained and rehabilitated, while the
existing “stacks” volume will be demolished and replaced with a new volume that replicates the width, and
depth of the original “stacks”. A 3-story addition will extend eastward into the existing parking lot an
additional 234 feet. The proposed addition will be approximately 3 feet taller than the existing “stacks” due
to larger floor-to-floor dimensions appropriate for offices. The overall height of the addition is approximately

Describe the existing project site conditions (include building age, if applicable):

The Joel M. Pritchard building stands due south of the Legislative Building, and is centered between and
south of the Cherberg and O'Brien buildings. Designed by northwest architect Paul Thiry and constructed
in 1958, the Modern-style building consists of a two-storied structure set in front of a seven-storied block of
stacks. The building is fronted by a portico and a forecourt that includes a series of sandstone planters,
stairs and the DuPen fountain.

The elevated building site slopes gradually downward from the southeast to the north. The west and
southwest sides of the site drop off sharply into the Deschutes Estuary, affording a view out over Capitol
Lake and the Black Hills.

The project site, LCM Opportunity Site 5, encompasses the Pritchard Building site, an existing surface
parking lot to the east of the building, and a portion of the hillside to the southwest. The project also
includes improvements to a portion of 15th Ave SW and the intersection of 16th Ave SW and Water St.

If there are ground disturbing activities proposed, describe them including the approximate depth of ground disturbance:

The project scope includes demolition of the existing stacks volume as well as demolition of the existing
surface parking area to accommodate an addition. The footprint of the addition is approximately 11,700 SF
and will have a ground level finish floor elevation that matches the existing building (144.66 feet). The
existing stacks volume will be demolished including basement slabs and foundations. The rebuilt stacks
volume will have a basement finish floor elevation that matches the existing (133.02 feet). This is
anticipated to require excavations up to 10 feet for the majority of the stacks and addition building area to
accommodate new structural slabs and footings. The scope also includes improvements to the adjacent
streets and surface parking areas with some utility upgrades. The majority of these excavations are to
replace paving and are anticipated to be shallow with some deeper areas at utility upgrades. The hillside
stabilization is being proposed in an effort to prevent the hillside from collapsing in a seismic event. The
scope is targeting an area approximately 230 feet long and 30 feet wide located at the southwest corner of

Thank you for contacting the Washington State Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation (DAHP).
We appreciate the significant and ongoing collaboration with DES to regarding the Pritchard Validation Study.
The engaging dialogue and thoughtful analysis of potential alternatives carried out by the design team has been
thorough. Creating a Peer Review Panel has set a new standard for evaluation of alternatives to demolition for
pivotal buildings on the Capitol Campus. Lastly, the robust public engagement ensures transparency and works
towards building trust with our stakeholders.

We concur with the findings of the LCM Predesign Report — Phase 3 Addendum: Pritchard
Rehabilitation/Expansion Validation Study. Preferred Alternative A expands upon the existing building, which will
be rehabilitated, and firmly satisfies the programmatic need for additional office space to serve the House of
Representatives. It also includes critical slope stabilization, a growing concern in our highly active seismic
region. This reduces the risks to the entire Capitol Group buildings as well.

The preferred alternative also asserts Washington State’s commitment to address climate change by capitalizing
on the building’s embodied carbon. The prioritization of reuse by means of rehabilitation is a key strategy that
deserves full consideration in any major construction project. Rehabilitating Pritchard reduces greenhouse gas
emissions through increased operational efficiency, capitalizes on embodied carbon in the building’s materials
and structure, and prevents emissions from truckloads hauling construction waste to the landfill.

We look forward to further engagement and consultation with DES and the designteam as this project
progresses. We particularly look forward to exploring ways of enhancing the building’s social, cultural, and
environmental value to the citizens of Washington State by means of historic preservation.

These comments are based on the information available at the time of this review and on behalf of State Historic
Preservation Officer Dr. Allyson Brooks in accordance with Governor’s Executive Order 21-02, RCW 79.24, and
the 2020 Supplemental Capital Budget proviso language. Thank you for the opportunity to review and comment.
