Mold testing ends with completion of demolition work 
The last of the fungal-contaminated materials have been removed from the interior of the 
Natural Resources Building. 
 
Now that the demolition work is done inside the building, PBS Engineering + Environmental, the 
industrial hygienist on the project, will no longer be on-site testing for fungal (mold) spores. 
 
A final mold test was conducted on Oct. 10. The results of this test, and others conducted on 
Sept. 28, Oct. 2 and Oct. 5, have been posted on the project website. The test results continue 
to show that the construction project is not causing mold to become airborne, and that mold 
levels inside the building are low – no higher than typically found in any office building. 
 
Doors cut into containment wall 
Since all of the mold-contaminated material has been removed, the contractor will now cut 
doors into the temporary containment wall to make it easier for workers to bring in new building 
materials, such as drywall, and to remove items that will be discarded. Most of this work will be 
done after normal work hours. 
 
New windows installed 
The first new window was installed on Oct. 15 on the third floor near the rotunda. New windows 
will be delivered and stored near the P2 loading dock. A water test will be conducted on the new 
windows to ensure that they are watertight. 
 
Smoking area closed 
A large boom lift will be parked near the southwest corner of the building on Oct. 20, to hoist 
materials onto the fourth floor roof. Once the crane work is finished, the contractor will install a 
chute and dumpster near the southwest corner of the building, requiring the closure of this area, 
which is frequently used by smokers. The chute and dumpster will be in place for about three 
weeks. 
 
Other construction news 
There have been no reports of interior water leaks on the sixth floor of the building following the 
recent heavy rains. The project will continue to generate significant amounts of noise throughout 
the day.
