One qualified Architectural firm is required to provide professional design services for the planning, design, and construction of the Building 26 Renovation/Addition:  Health and Life Sciences, Highline College main campus for Project No.  2015-264.  Highline College is located in Des Moines, WA This project is expected to be funded for predesign and design in the ’15-’17 capital budget and planned for construction funding in the ’17-’19 capital budget. Financing for any services is pending legislative approval.  
Scope of Work

Highline College is seeking proposals from qualified consultant teams to provide Predesign and design services through construction phase services, for Building 26 Renovation/Addition as outlined in the Conditions of the A/E Agreement. 
The tentative MACC for the work is approximately $15,000,000.  Scope of work includes the renovation of approximately 31,000 sf for improved lab space, demolition of two outdated faculty buildings (Buildings 5 and 11), and addition of approximately 15,150 sf of new faculty offices and classrooms and site development costs. Building 26 is a forty year old; three story concrete masonry structure that has been well maintained.
Project goals include minimal disruptions to College operations, maximum efficiency for the College staff, maintenance of consistent planning and design standards; and a coordinated program schedule for completing all the work in a thoughtful organized manner.

The Project Request Proposal (PRR) was prepared for Highline College in 2014 by McGranahan Architects.   The PRR is available upon request.  
Consultants should have a strong background in multi-phased higher educational construction, the State of Washington capital budget process and a strong background in Health and Life Science Building projects.
Architectural fees shall be determined in accordance with the current Architectural/Engineering Fee Schedule for Washington State Public Works Building Projects as published by the Office of Financial Management and the standard Division of Engineering and Architectural Services Agreement.
