Fine Arts – Do you need coverage? 
The state's current master property policy does not cover fine arts — in fact, the policy specifically excludes it 

from coverage. To ensure fine arts are protected from fire, earthquake, and other perils, the state currently 

carries a separate, no deductible, policy through AXA Art Insurance Corp. Examples of fine arts include: 

paintings, sculptures, rare books, ornamentation, vases, pottery, ceramics and collections (whether owned or 

on loan).

Reminder - Insurance and Privately Owned Vehicles 
Did you know that if you are driving your own vehicle while on state business and are in an accident, your 

personal automobile insurance is the primary coverage for paying liability? In addition, insurance deductibles 

are the responsibility of the state driver and are cannot be reimbursed by the state. For more information 
regarding this policy, please see SAAM 12.30.30a and RCW 4.92.130(3).
