We are revising Chapter 2 of the state of Washington Purchasing Manual issued by the Department of General Administration.  The effective date of this revision is November 1, 2005 and agencies have until November 30, 2005 to implement this change.  This revision addresses a single policy update.

Chapter 2 How to use the Purchasing Manual

· Section 2.4, page 9 - Removes sunset date relative to permitting agencies to continue to reference a purchasing delegation number from the obsolete General Authorities or from the current Washington Purchasing Manual
The policies and procedures prescribed in the Washington Purchasing Manual are the minimum requirements that state agencies must meet.  An agency may adopt more restrictive or detailed polices as long as the agency meets the required minimum standards.
